FUEL PUMP SHUT-OFF SWITCH Your fuel
pump shut-off switch may need to be reset

after a collision. (The engine would crank but
not starth. The switch is located on the left side of

the trunk between the left rear tail light and tha
trunk liner, to the left of the hole in the trunk liner.*

FUEL TANK CAPACITY Your tank holds 15.7 gallons of
gas; for optimum performance, use “"Regular” unieaded
gasaline with 8 pump (R+M)/2 octane rating of at least 87,

CHANGING THE TIRES Your vehicle is equipped with a temporary
gpare tire, which is smaller than a regular tire and designed for
emergency use only. The jack, spare tire, jack handle and the lugnut
wrench are located in the wheel well underneath the trunk floor,

TIRE PRESSURE Your tire pressure is set at the dealership
according to the specifications found on the Centification Label on
tha front door latch pillar on the driver's side. Tire pressure
information can also be found on the Tire Information label on the
inside of the fuel filler door. Please check your tire pressure during
routing maintenance and seasonal changes.

ROADSIDE EMERGENCIES In addition to your New Vehicla Limited
Warranty, Ford provides new vehicle owners with a complimentary
roadside assistance program; this service is available 24 hours,
seven days a week for three years or 36,000 miles.

ADDITIONAL FEATURES

CONVERTIELE TOP (IF EQUIPPED) The convertibla top
switch is located on the console in front of the
armrest. Use this switch to raise or lower the top.
Nota: Tha convartible top will not aperate unless the
parking brake is engaged.

The top can be lowered with the side windows either up or down.
Don't lower the top when the top material is wet or when the
vehicle is moving. To prevent damage to the rear glass window,
never store articles behind the rear seat.

When raising the top, front and rear-side windows must be
lowerad. Open both top clamps before the top meets the
windshield header, Remowve the boot cover and stare it in the
luggage compartmeant when not in use. To prevent damage 1o the
top, never raise it while the vehicle is moving.

TILT STEERING WHEEL LEVER (IF EQUIPPED) The tilt

steering wheesl lever is |located to the left of the

steering column underneath the turn signal, Pull the

lever toward you to mowe the steering wheel up or

down.

PANEL DIMMER FPull the 4
control toward you to the first 4
position to turn on the parking lamps,
tail lamps, license plate lamps and marker
lamps.

HEADLAMP CONTROL AND T

SERVICE ENGINE SOON LAMP llluminates briefly

to ensure the system is functional. If the light
turns solid or blinks after the engine is started.

REAR WINDOW DEFROSTER CONTROL Fress to

clear the rear window of thin ice and frost, A 4}
small LED will illuminate when the rear defroster is
activated. Press the control again to turn off the
defroster. The ignition must be in the OMN position to L
operate the rear window defroster. The defroster turns off
automatically after 10 minutes or when the ignition is turned to the
QFF position.

GEARSHIFT/OVERDRIVE CONTROL (IF EQUIFPED)

Overdrive is the normal drive position for the
best fuel economy. Only deactivate (OFF) overdrive
when: driving with a heavy |load, towing a trailer up or
down steep hills, or when additional engine braking is
desired. To deactivate, press the transmission control switch on
the gearshift lever.

HAZARD FLASMER CONTROL Press to activate

all hazard flashers simultaneously in an
emergency to warn traffic of vehicle breakdown,
approaching danger, etc. Press the control again to
turn the flashers off. The hazard flashers can be
operated when the ignition is off,

HOOD RELEASE Full the hood release handle

located under the bottom left corner of the '__,
instrument panel; release the auxiliary latch located '
under the front center of the hood. Lift the hood and
secure it with the prop rod.

TRACTION CONTROL (IF EQUIPPED) This
system allows wyour rear-wheel drive 2
vehicle to make better use of available traction on %

braking system. The systemn defaults to ON, however, L
should you become stuck, try switching the traction control
system off.

SPEED CONTROL (IF EQUIPPED] To operate,

the speed control must be OM and the
vehicle speed must be at or above 30 mph, To set a
speed, press and hold SET ACCEL until you reach the
desired speed, then release, To set a higher speed, press
SET ACCEL again. To set a lower speed, press and hold
COAST until you reach the desired speed, then .1"5'3
release. Pressing RESUME will return to a previoushy
set speed. To turn the speed control off, press the OFF
button or turn off the vehicle ignition, or depress the brake
pedal to disengage.

TURN SIGNAL AND WIPERWASHER CONTROL Rotate the

windshield wiper control to the desired interval, low- or
high-speed position. When in the intermittent position, rotate the
control upward for fast intervals and downward for slow intervals.
Push the control on the end of the stalk to activate the washer.
Push and hold for a longer wash cycle. The washer will
automatically shut off after ten seconds of continuous use.
To operate the mist function of the
windshield wipers, push and
release the windshield washer
control quickly. The wipers will
cycle one or two times.

For extended wiper blade quality, occasional cleaning of the wiper
blades is required,
