Blind spot mirrors have an integrated convex spotter mirror in the upper
corner on the outside mirrors. These mirrors help increase visibility
alongside the vehicle; thereby helping you see a vehicle which may be in
your blind spot. As the vehicle approaches, its image will transition from
the main mirror to the blind spot mirror.

SOS POST-CRASH ALERT SYSTEM™

This system provides audible and visual alarms when a crash causes the
deployment of airbags or the activation of the safety belt pretensioners. The
turn signals will flash and the horn will sound.

out of the fill pipe to allow residual fuel
in the nozzle to drain into the tank.
