Using your fog lamps: Turn the
control fo the headlamp position

#D and pull towards you to the first
detent to turn on your front fog lamps
(if equipped). The #{) indicator will
illuminate. Pull the control out to the
second detfent fo turn on your rear fog
lamp. The Q% indicator will iluminate.
Note: Only use the rear fog lamp
when visibility is restricted to less than
15 ff (50 m).
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+ Move the lever down for a
single wipe.

« For intermitfent wiping, move
the control up one position and
adjust the rotary control to the
desired speed.

« For normal operation, move
the control up two positions.

« For high speed wiping, move
the control up three positions.

« To activate the windshield washer,
push in the washer control & on
the edge of the stallk.

&2 Pull the lever foward you for
intermittent wiping.

&5 Pull further foward you to operate

the washer.
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Allows you to manually select and
adjust the temperature, airflow
direction and fan speed as well as
recirculated air and air conditioning.
Refer to your Owner’s Guide for
complete information.
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Press g to clear the rear window

of thin ice and fog. Press again

to deactivate. Note: If your vehicle is
equipped with exterior heated mirrors,
activating the rear defrost will also
activate the heated mirrors.

OPENING THE HOOD

Your vehicle is equipped with a locking hood lafch located beneath the

badge on the hood.
To open:
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REMOTE ENTRY SYSTEM (if equipped)

« Press m once fo unlock the front and sliding doors.
Press again within three seconds fo unlock all doors.

+ Press «=% tO unlock the cargo door.
« Press ai fo lock all doors.

Note: Your keys are electronically coded fo your vehicle. Using a non-coded key
will not permit your vehicle to start. Replacement keys are available through your
authorized dedaler. Refer to your Owner’s Guide for more information.

CENTRAL LOCKING

« To unlock the front and sliding doors, insert the key into the driver’s door and

turn it toward the front of the venhicle.

« To lock all doors, turn the key foward the rear of the vehicle.
Refer 1o your Owner’s Guide for more information.

FUEL FILLER LOCK

Your vehicle is equipped with a lock on the fuel filler door.
To unlock, simply insert your key info the lock and turn.

OPENING THE FRONT WINDOWS
Press or pull the window switches
located on the center console to
open or close the windows.

1.Rofate the hood badge counterclockwise and insertf the key.

2.Turn the key 1o the left fo release the primary latch, then turn the
key to the right to release the secondary lafch. Ensure that you
remove the key immediately after opening the hood and refurn
the badge fo its proper place.

3.Liff the hood and secure it using the prop rod.
